» Serves as a parent outreach coordinator and community liaison to site-based CBET programs.
« Serves as adjunct member of DAC.

« Assists with the implementation of the parent education component of all after-school programs.

« Performs other duties as assigned.

Job Requirements-Qualifications:

« Experience Required: Prior job-related experience in a voluntary or paid position and three years
of successful classroom experience. Bilingual English/Spanish.
